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Resembling L. japonica but has thinner body and more reddish
in color. Sucker rings of Arms II and III with broad long plate
proximally and 6-9 square teeth distally. Central suckers of
tentacular club with smooth

rings. Loligo kobiensis Hoyle, ¢
1885, L. yokoyae Ishikawa, 1925
and L. rhomboidalis Burgess,
1967 are synonyms. South-
western Japan, the East and 40°
South China Seas to the Gulf

of Thailand.
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Oval fin reaches more than 90% of ML. Sucker rings with
about 20 triangular teeth. Tentacular sucker rings with 14-23
sharp teeth. Male left Arm IV hectocotylized. Suckers of distal
quarter lost, instead a double row of fleshy papillae present. Egg
cases contain five eggs each. Widely distributed throughout the

Indo-Pacific.
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
