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Mantle short, bell-shaped. Fins small and oval, connected with
each other in posterior margin. Head very large with left eye
larger than right. Tentacles long, with four series of suckers
on club. Three suckers on mesial row enlarged. Arm I of male
modified and prolonged with fleshy knobs. Mantle and head-arm
portions all covered by small papillae presenting rough surface.
Ventral surface of mantle and head ornamented by regularly
arranged photophores. Three diagonal rows of photophores on
Arm IV being characteristic. This speecies is readily separable
from other members of the genus in having papillated surface
of the body. This has been long called H. dofleini (Pfeffer, 1912).
Cosmopolitan.
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AN AV TA ) Histioteuthis celataria pacifica (Voss, 1962) / A% 7+ 7%} Histioteuthidae
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Mantle elongate bell-shaped, with seven diagonal rows of
photophores. Fins oval, with posterior margin barely continuous
with each other. Ventral head with seven rows of diagonally
arranged photophores. Three rows of photophores arranged on
basal Arm IV. Tentacular club with 6-7 rows of suckers, of which
mesial 3-4 are enlarged with 28-32 sharply pointed teeth. This
subspecies is separable from Atlantic H. celataria celataria in
lack of photophore-free “windows” on ventral head. Indo-West
Pacific, and Hawaii to the East Pacific. About 300-500 m depth.
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
