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Mantle elongate oval. Hectocotylized arm with 7-8 normal
sucker rows proximally, followed by 5-6 reduced sucker rows.
Distal part of right Arm IV with 4-5 rows of reduced suckers.
Swimming membrane of club equal in length of club. Club suck-
ers minute, equal in size, in 20 rows. Shell length twice of width.
Dorsal side flat with broad chitinous margin. Ventral side swollen
anteriorly and thinned
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Mantle elongate, ML more than twice of MW. Arm suckers
quadriserial, but biserial proximally and distally. In male, except
Arm III, arms with biserial suckers initially, but quadriserial in
middle, then gradually narrowed into thread-like tip. Protective
membrane broad in proximal half, but diminishing on distal
transformed part. Male Arm III thickened with transverse
fleshy ridges alternating those connecting with inner margin of
protective membrane and with outer margin of opposite mem-
brane. Each ridge bearing two reduced suckers. Shell elongate
Doratosepion-type with low mid-rib. A shallow longitudinal groove
running on ventral
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
