Gladius
vane extended two-thirds of length, broad with spoon-like
appearance.

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Similar to preceding species with terminal round fins. Tentacle
club not expanded like normal arms. Three carpal suckers in
single row, then biserial to distal tip. Galdius vane narrow. The
other congeneric species, P pulchella and P bayeri are both from
Atlantic coast of North America, but this species occurs on the
coast of Baha California, Mexico. Another undescribed species is
known from Honduras to Guyana.
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
