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Mantle very slender, conical, ending in an attenuated tail solid-
ified by gladius cone. Fins elongate sagittate with remarkably
concave posterior margin. Arms relatively short with four rows
of suckers, of which mesial two rows transformed into hooks
except in Arm IV. Manus of tentacle with deviated suckers like
in other congeneric members, with one large central hook, one
medium hook distally and 3-4 very small hooks proximally.
Southern Ocean.
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FHEXA A Gonatus onyx Young, 1972/ Fh*Ah% Gonatidae
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Mantle elongate conical. Fins with rounded lateral ends. Body
color dark. Eyes globose. Arm with two rows of marginal suckers
and two mesial rows of hooks except in Arm IV. Tentacle with
single enormous central hook besides small suckers, occasion-
ally accompanied by small hook distally. Subarctic North Pacific,
down south to Suruga Bay, Japan and to Baja California.
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
