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Mantle cylindrical. Body dark purplish in color. Fins with round-
ed lateral lobes and drawn into rather elongated tail posteriorly.
Arms robust, with two marginal sucker rows and two mesial
hook rows. Tentacle strong. Manus with one enormous hook,
and distal medium-sized hook, proximal two minute suckers,
and 3-4 small hooks in single row. Tentacle stalk totally naked
between ventral and dorsal carpal sucker rows. Dactylus suckers
in four regular rows. Off Sanriku Coast to the Subarctic Pacific,
and the Bering Sea.

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Only young specimens, with maximal ML 46 mm, have been
known. Mantle wide, width 30-43% of ML. Fins elliptical, FL
39%, FW 80% of ML, respectively. Arm suckers in four rows,
suckers of mesial two rows trnasformed into hooks except in
Arm IV and tips of Arms -II. Tentacular club with large central
hook, one medium hook distal to it, and 3-4 proximal small hooks.
Dactylus suckers 7-8 rows, becoming 5-6 rows towards distal end.
Carpal suckers minute, at least 63 in dorsal row, 74 in ventral row,
and at least 70 dispersed suckers between them. Off Oregon.
