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Mantle short, bell-shaped, ornamented by photophores, 24-27 in
number per transverse row on ventral mantle, and cartilaginous
streak running along mid-dorsum. Left eye unproportionally
larger than right. 19-21 photophores present on right eye-lid.
Arms long, with cartilaginous ridge on aboral sides except for
Arm IV. Photophores on Arm IV in 8-9 rows. Tentacular club
with 6-7 rows of manal suckers, of which horny rings bear 25-
30 small teeth. Cosmopolitan, 100-700 m depth. Meleagroteuthis
separata Sasaki, 1929 is a synonym.

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Mantle bell-shaped, with 6-7 oblique rows of photophores
on ventrum. Fins oval, width 70-90% of ML with posterior
margin fused together behind posterior end of mantle. Head
asymmetrical, with 5-6 oblique rows of photophores on ventral
side. On orbit of eye, 16 photophores present on right, 14 on left
eye. Three rows of photophores prsent on Arm IV. Mesial manal
suckers of tentacle larger than marginal ones. Sucker rings of
them with 50-60 conical teeth.
